Lesson plan

Subject matter: Animals. At the zoo.
Aims: to develop speaking and reading skills; describing animals, participating willingly in pair work; to revise the vocabulary; showing respect for classmates’ opinions; displaying confidence in one’s ability to  communicate successfully in English;
Materials: pictures of animals, CD, posters, computer.
Procedure

I Preparation

1 Greeting:
Teacher: Good morning, dear boys and girls! Glad to see you. How are you?

Pupils: We are fine.

2 Warming-up activities
Teacher: Great! So let’s start our lesson. Look at the blackboard, please. Can you tell me what we are going to speak about?

Pupils: About animals.

Teacher: Yes. Right you are. We can’t imagine our life without animals, without nature.  Today we have to do many tasks. If we cope with our activities successfully we’ll go to the zoo. But first of all read this sentence, please. “Be careful what you say or do when you visit the animals at the zoo”

· Why should people be careful?
Pupils: Some animals are dangerous.

Pupils: Some animals are wide and aggressive.

Pupils: Some animals are big, others are small.

Teacher: You are more than right. Do you know the animals well?

Pupils: Yes, we do.

II MAIN PART
Teacher: Let’s check. Revise our vocabulary. Are you ready? Can we start?
Teacher: Thank you. And now let’s sing a song about animals.

Are the monkeys climbing?

Yes, they are.

Are the zebras running?

Yes, they are.

Are the tigers walking?

Are the parrots talking?

Are the monkeys climbing?

Yes, they are.

Are the penguins swimming?

Yes, they are.

Are the parrots flying?

Yes, they are.

Are the lizards eating?

Are the lions sleeping?

Are the penguins swimming?

Yes, they are.

LISTENING COMPREHENSION
Teacher: The next activity is listening to the story.
